The complainant approached the Vigilance & Anti -
Corruption, Kanchipuram Detachment and gave complaint
that he had applied for new EB connection for his
constructing house, for which Tr.Saravanan, Commercial
Assistant, TANGEDCO, Karunkuzhi, Chengalpet District
demanded bribe amount of Rs.5,000/- for processing the
application. In this connection a case was registered and a

trap was organized today 30.03.2021.

During the course of trap proceedings, Tr.Saravanan,
Commercial Assistant, reiterated the earlier demand and
received the bribe amount of Rs.5,000/- from the
complainant. The accused was arrested. An unaccounted

amount of Rs.7,000/- also seized from Tr.Saravanan.
