
PRESS NOTE 
 

Junior Engineer in Division-182, Greater Chennai Corporation (Now 
under suspension) was convicted for 5 years Imprisonment for demand 
of Rs.10,000/-. 

The complainant Tr.R. Murthy, S/o. Tr.A. Rajagopal, residing at No.E-663,55th 

Cross street, Thiruvalluvar Nagar, Thiuvanmiyur, Chennai-41, was allotted a house 

plot in the name of his wife Tmt.R.Manjula’s by TNHB, and in that land he had 

constructed  ground floor, first floor in the year 1988 and second floor in the 

subsequent years. Tr.R. Murthy built the third floor and fourth floor at the same 

address in the year 2011 after payment of revised Tax to the Corporation of 

Chennai. 

The accused Tr.A.R.Viswanathan, formerly Assistant Engineer, Division-182, 

Greater Chennai Corporation, through his employee informed Tr.R.Murthy to meet 

him at his office. 

Accordingly, Tr.Murthy met the accused Tr.Viswanathan, Assistant Engineer 

on 10.01.2012 at about 11.00 hrs. At that time, the accused Tr.Viswanathan 

demanded illegal gratification of Rs.5,000/- for each floor totaling Rs.20,000/- as a 

motive or reward to forbear from taking action against the unauthorized construction 

constructed by the complainant Tr.Murthy and insisted him to pay the amount of 

Rs.10,000/- as first instalment on 24.01.2012 and to pay the balance later. 

As the complainant was unwilling to pay the bribe lodged a complaint 

before V&AC office and based on that a case was registered by Vigilance and 

Anti- corruption against Tr.A.R.Viswanathan. 

In pursuance to the said demand on 24.01.2012 at 15.50 hrs, the 

accused reiterated his earlier demand and accepted Rs.10,000/- from the 

complainant. While receiving the bribe amount, accused was caught red 

handed and remanded to judicial custody. 

After completion of investigation, the case was charge sheeted on 

24.11.2014 before the Hon’ble Special Judge for the Cases under P.C. Act, 



Chennai. After completion of trial, the Hon’ble Judge convicted the accused 

today (07.11.2024). The accused was sentenced to undergo Rigorous 

Imprisonment for 4 years and shall pay a fine of Rs.50,000/- under Section 7 

of Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988 and sentenced to undergo Rigorous 

Imprisonment for 5 years and shall pay a fine of Rs.50,000/- and in default to 

undergo simple imprisonment for 3 months for Sec.13 (2) r/w.13 (1) (d) of the 

Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988.  The sentences were awarded to run 

concurrently. 

The Accused Tr.A.R.Viswanathan was remanded to Central Prison, Puzhal. 
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
