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PRESS NOTE

A Conviction against Former Junior Assistant in a bribe case was upheld by the

Hon’ble High Court of Madras. The Complainant Tr.Gnanaprakasam, is a driver and
submitted an application on 20.08.2008 at the office of the Regional Transport Officer,
Thiruvanmiyur, Chennai seeking permit for his maxi-cab vehicle bearing registration
number TN20 AF 6754.

Tmt.J.Rajalakshmi, Junior Assistant, Regional Transport Office, Thiruvanmiyur,
Chennai and Tr.P.Starven Cyril, S/o Pathros, Sungavarchatiram, Kanchipuram District
had demanded Rs.600/- as bribe for issuing permit for the maxi-cab vehicle of the
complainant. As the complainant was not willing to offer the demanded amount
Rs.600/- he lodged a complaint on 19.09.2008 at DVAC, Chennai. In this regard a case
was registered and a trap was organised on 19.09.2008. During the trap proceedings
on the instructions of Tmt.J.Rajalakshmi, Junior Assistant, Tr.P.Starven Cyril, Private
Individual received the bribe amount Rs.600/- from the complainant and handed over
the permit, RC and connected records to the complainant. Both the accused were
arrested and remanded to judicial custody. The case was tried at the Special Court,

Chennai.

Tmt.Rajalakshmi, formerly Junior Assistant, O/0.RTO, Thiruvanmiyur, Chennai
was Convicted and sentenced to undergo 1 year and 6 months Rl and fine Rs 1000/-
and Starvin cyril was Convicted and sentenced to undergo 6 months RI and fine
Rs.500/-. The accused appealed against the Special Court Judgement before the
Hon’ble High Court. Today 21.06.2023 this case came up for hearing and the Hon’ble

High Court dismissed the criminal appeal and upheld the trial court judgment.
