Former Employees of TANCEM Convicted for allegations of malpractices
in _the distribution of imported cements

A Regular Case in Chennai, Vigilance and Anti Corruption, Special
Investigation Cell in Cr.No.01/1984/AC/SIC was registered on 25.06.1984
against 1.

distribution of imported cements to the beneficiaries.

The Government of Tamil Nadu in G.0.Ms.No.819 Industries
Department dt.06.03.1982 nominated TANCEM as an agency to import cement
from abroad and in pursuance of the above G.O. The TANCEM had been
imported cement from North and South Korea during the year 1982-1983. The
imported cement was not for sale through stockiest. In Pursuance of the above
policy, TANCEM invited applications accompanied by copies of the approved
plans, Engineer’s certificates regarding cement requirement and construction
permission of municipality from Public from 03.03.1983 onwards. During the
period from February 1983 to September 1983, Al to A9 along with approvers
Vajravelu, Srinivasan and Rajendran at Madras, Alandur, Nanganallur and other
places in Chenglpattu District, prepared forgery records like applications for
issue of cement, cement adequacy certificate, planning permissions and
buildings plans etc., cheated TANCEM and obtained stocks of imported

cements and committed the offences of criminal misconduct by public servants



in the discharge of their official duties, thereby Al to A9 committed the
offences U/s.120(b) r/w.467, 468, 471, r/w 467 and 468, 420 IPC and under
section-5(1)(a) and (d) r/w.5(2) of Prevention of Corruption Act.1947.

On completion of investigation, the Charge Sheet was filed against the
accused 1 to 9 on 15.05.1987. During the trial, A-5 Tr.P.Sundararajan died.
The case against A-1 to A-8 was ended in acquittal on 16.04.2008 in the
Hon’ble IV Addl. Session and Special Judge, Chennai and an appeal against
acquittal was filed in Crl. Appeal No. 306/2010, dated: 29.04.2010 before the
Hon'ble High Court of Madras. (A-1) Tr.Narayana Sankaran, Formerly
Marketing Officer also died on 17.11.2020.

On 21.07.2023, Hon’ble Justice Mr.P.Velmurugan convicted the accused
2 to 4, each of the accused to undergo rigorous imprisonment for a period of
four years for each of these offences and to pay a fine of Rs.5,000/- each, in
default, to undergo rigorous imprisonment for a period of six months each for
the offences U/s 120(B) r/w 467, 468, 471, r/w 467 and 468, 420, 109 r/w 467,
468, 471 r/w 467, and 468, 420 IPC and 5(1)(a) and (d) r/'w 5(2) of Prevention
of corruption Act.

The accused Tr.N.Rajagopalan, Formerly Personal Secretary to
Marketing Manager, TANCEM, Chennai 3. Tr.P.Damodaran, Formerly
Accountant, TANCEM, Chennai, 4. Tr.S.Ramakrishnan, Formerly Junior
Assistant, were imprisoned in Central Prison, Puzhal, Chennai in early hours of

on 22.07.2023.
