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PRESS NOTE

TNEB COMMERCIAL INSPECTOR ARRESTED FOR DEMAND AND
OBTAINMENT OF BRIBE Rs.2,000/- FOR ISSUING NEW EB CONNECTION

The complainant Tr.Prakash, is residing at Kesavarajakuppam Village,
Pallipattu Taluk, Thiruvallur District. The complainant had applied for new EB
connection for his 4% cent land under Government constructing house scheme at
E-sevai centre on 24.02.2023. On 01.03.2023 the Complainant went to Pothatturpet
EB office and met Tr.Ganapathy, Commercial Inspector, TANGEDCO asked about
petition status, then complainant return to home and checked computer about
petition status, but petition progress not updated. On 06.03.2023 complainant again
met Tr.Ganapathy, Commercial Inspector, who directed the complainant to pay
Rs.5,086 for government fees and demanded Rs.2,000/- as bribe for processing his
application. Later on 14.03.2023 complainant paid the Rs.5,086/- for government
fees. Tr.Ganapathy, Commercial Inspector did not issue EB connection even after
paying the government fees by the complainant. On 23.03.2023 the complainant
contacted Tr.Ganapathy, Commercial Inspector over phone, Tr.Ganapathy compelled
the complainant to pay bribe amount of Rs.2,000/-. The Complainant not willing to
give bribe, approached the Vigilance and Anti-Corruption, Thiruvallur detachment
and gave complaint. In this connection a case was registered and a trap was
organized. Today 24.03.2023, during the trap proceedings, the complainant gave the
bribe amount of Rs.2,000/- to Tr.Ganapathy, Commercial Inspector. . Moreover, an
unaccounted money of Rs.25,610/- recovered from Tr.Ganapathy. The accused was

arrested and sent to judicial custody
