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PRESS NOTE

A FORMER ASSISTANT EXECUTIVE ENGINEER (O&M) OF THE
MEDAVAKKAM SUB-DIVISION, TNEB, PALLIKARANAI, CHENNAI, HAS BEEN
CONVICTED TWO YEARS OF SIMPLE IMPRISONMENT FOR RECEIVING
RS.12,000/- AS A BRIBE.

The convicted accused Tr.R.Rukmangathan, S/o. Ranganathan, was
working as Assistant Executive Engineer from 01.02.2009 to 06.03.2010, and

Tr.S.Jaisankar (a private individual) was the driver for Tr.Rukmangathan.

The complainant, Tr.S.Iyyappan, S/o0.P.Selvam, an EB Labour Contractor
residing at Avadi, worked as a labour contractor in the erection of EB posts,
laying of EB cables, and fitting of transformers, etc., in Tamil Nadu Electricity
Board, Medavakkam Sub-Division. He approached for his pending Chit
Agreement bills of Rs.1,35,750/- in the AEE office and met the accused
Tr.R.Rukmangathan. He demanded illegal gratification of
Rs.12,000/- from the complainant to forward the bills and directed the
complainant to hand over the bribe amount to his driver A-2

Tr.S.Jaishankar.

Following this, the complainant filed a petition with the DVAC on
06.03.2010, and the accused, Tr.R.Rukmangathan, was caught red-handed when
he  received the bribe amount of Rs.12,000/- through  A-2
Tr.S.Jaishankar from the complainant. Both accused were arrested and sent for

remand.

"After completion of the investigation, a charge sheet was laid before the
Chief Judicial Magistrate cum Special Judge, Chengalpattu, on 14.12.2010, and
the trial was completed. Today, 30.04.2024, the Hon’ble Chief Judicial Magistrate
pronounced the judgment in this case. Tr.R.Rukmangathan, the then Assistant
Executive Engineer, was sentenced to undergo Simple Imprisonment for 2 years

and shall pay a fine of Rs. 10,000/- in default to undergo 1 month simple



imprisonment for the offence committed under Section 7 of the Prevention of
Corruption Act 1988, and 2 years Simple Imprisonment and a fine amount of Rs.
10,000/- in default to undergo 1 month simple imprisonment for the offence
committed under Section 13(2) read with Section 13(1)(d) of the Prevention of
Corruption Act 1988, and to run the sentence concurrently. Tr.S. Jaishankar A-2
was sentenced to undergo 2 years simple imprisonment and shall pay a fine of
Rs. 10,000/- in default to undergo 1 month simple imprisonment for the offence

committed under Section 12 of the Prevention of Corruption Act 1988.
