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PRESS NOTE

PANCHAYAT PRESIDENT ARRESTED FOR DEMAND AND
OBTAINMENT OF BRIBE RS.25,000/- FOR THE POST OF
WATER TANK OPERATOR.

The complainant Tmt.Parasakthi, is residing at Kovil Street,
Edaipirai Village, Polur Taluk, Tiruvannamalai District. Complainant’s
husband had been working as a water tank operation for the past 15
years and he had expired on 31.12.2022. Later his wife Tmt.Parasakthi,
continued to work as Water tank operator at the same panchayat union.
For the past four months the panchayat had not given salary to the
complainant. @ When the complainant along with her brother met
Tmt.Jeeva, Panchayat President, Edaipirai Village, Tiruvannamalai
Distrcit. Tmt.Jeeva, Panchayat President, had demanded Rs.5,00,000/-
as bribe for processing her request and reserving the post for the
complainant. Later the Panchayat President reduced the bribe amount
from Rs.5,00,000/- to Rs.4,50,000/- and demanded Rs.25,000/- as
advance bribe for processing her request. Not willing to give bribe, the
complainant approached the Vigilance and Anti-Corruption,
Tiruvannamalai detachment and gave complaint. In this connection a
case was registered and a trap was organized. Today 31.03.2023, during
the trap proceedings, Tmt.Jeeva, Panchayat President, reiterated her
earlier demand and received the advance bribe amount of Rs.25,000/-

from the Complainant. The accused was arrested.
