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Press Report

Former AE, Chennai Metropolitan Water Supply and Sewerage

Board, Division-35, MKB Nagar, Chennai has been convicted for

the demand and acceptance of illegal gratification Rs.9,000/-

In 2011, the complainant Tr.M.R.Srinivasan of MKB Nagar,
Chennai demolished his old house and built a new house, and during
the reconstruction period the existed Water & Sewerage connections
were disconnected. On completion of the new house, in the month of
sep-2011, the complainant had visited the O/o.Division-35 of
CMWSSB, MKB Nagar and requested Tr.V.Manoharan, AE of Division
-35 (accused) to restore the Sewerage connection. But the accused
Tr.V.Manoharanasked the complainant to apply for a new connection
and to pay bribe Rs.10,000/- to send a letter to Chennai Corporation
for getting permission for road cutting. On 03.10.2011, though the
bribe amount was reduced by the accused from Rs.10,000/- to
Rs.9,000/-, the complainant was not ready to give bribe and lodged a
complaint with Vigilance and Anti-Corruption. Based on the
complaint, a case in Cr.No. 07/AC/2011/CC-II, u/s. 7 of PC Act
1988 was registered against Tr.V.Manoharan and in the trap laid
against the accused, Tr.V.Manoharan was caught red-handed while
demand and accepting the bribe amount Rs.9,000/- from the
complainant in the presence of official witness who witnessed the
entire trap operation. On completion of investigation, charge sheet
was filed on 18.03.2013 against Tr.V.Manoharan u/s.7 and 13(2)
r/w.13(1)(d) of PC Act 1988 before the Special Court for PC Act,
Cases, Chennai. After successful prosecution of the case, today
31.03.2023, the Special Court Judge for PC Act cases, Chennai found
Tr.V.Manoharan guilty for demand and acceptance of bribe of
Rs.9,000/- from Tr.M.R.Srinivasan and convicted the accused to

undergo Rigorous imprisonment for one year and shall pay a fine of



Rs.1,000/- and in default to undergo simple imprisonment for 3
months for the offence committed u/s 7 of PC Act and to undergo
Rigorous imprisonment for two years and shall pay a fine of
Rs.1,000/- and in default to undergo simple imprisonment for 3
months for the offence committed u/s 13(2) r/w 13(1) (d) of PC Act,

1988, and the sentence imposed shall go concurrently.
