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PRESS NOTE 
 

The Accused Tr.J.Sampath, S/o R.Jayaraman worked as Special Tahsildar 
O/o Tahsildar Taluk office, Sriperumbudur, Kancheepuram (Now under 

suspension). 

The Royal Splendour and Developers Pvt Ltd. company had applied for Plan 

permission for constructing Multi- Storied Apartments at Mukalivakkam Village in Survey 

No 75/12J to CMDA. Subsequently the CMDA authorities asked for the Block map of 

the site from the Tahsildar, Sriperumbudur. As there was no response from the Special 

Tahsildar Sriperumpudur, the complainant Tr.M.Raja, S/o Munisamy,  then Manager in 

Royal Splendour and Developers Pvt Ltd, met the Special Tahsildar Sriperumbudur on 

25.05.201.  The said Tahsildar demanded Rs.10,000/- as bribe to issue certified copy of 

Block Map. In pursuance of above said demand, the complainant met the Tahsildar, 

Sriperumbudur on 25.05.2011 at 18.00 hrs at his office where he reiterated his earlier 

demand of Rs.10,000/-from the complainant. The complainant was unwilling to pay the 

bribe and lodged a complaint before V&AC.   A case was registered by Vigilance and 

Anti- corruption against Tr.J.Sampath, Special Tahsildar, Sriperumpudur.  A trap was 

organized on 26.05.2011, at the office of Tahsildar, Taluk office, Sriperumbudur.  The 

Special Tahsildar Tr.J.Sampath obtained the bribe amount of Rs. Rs 10,000/- from the 

complainant for himself. 

The above said case was charge sheeted and was under trial at the Chief 

Judicial Magistrate, Chengelpattu. Today 31.05.2023 the Hon’ble judge delivered the 

Judgment and accused Tr.J.Sampath, formerly Special Tahsildar, Sriperumbudur was 

convicted for the offence committed u/s 7 of Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988, and 

sentenced to undergo rigorous imprisonment for 3 years and fine of Rs.20,000/- and in 

default to undergo simple imprisonment for 6 months and u/s13(2) r/w 13(1)(d) of 

Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988, and sentenced to undergo rigorous imprisonment 

for 3 years and shall pay a fine of Rs.20,000/- and in default to undergo simple 

imprisonment for 6 months which run concurrently.
