
PRESS NOTE 

 Village Administrative Officer is Convicted for 1 year and Rs 
10,000 fine under Bribery   

Tr.J.Loganathan (Now under Suspension) was working  asVillage 

Administative Officer (VAO), Palavakkam Village, Sholinganallur Taluk, 

Chengalpattu District and Tr. Sampath (Private Individual) was his Assistant.   

The complainant Tr.Ajith Ramachandran, Architect, residing at No/27 

AF Block, 8th Street, 12th Main Road, West Anna Nagar, Chennai 

approached the Accused Tr.J.Loganathan, Village Administrative Officer at 

the office of the Village Administrative Offfice, Palavakkamon 

28.11.2011along with an application and requested Field Measurement 

Book (FMB) sketch  for his land at Plot No.499 Kapaleeshwarar Nagar 

bearing Survey No.92 of Neelankarai  Village. The accused 

Tr.J.Loganathan, VAO who received the application had promised to take 

action on his application and demanded Rs.2,000/-  as bribe for the 

issuance of FMB Sketch. 

As the complainant was unwilling to pay the bribe, he preferred a 

written complaint on 30.11.2011 against the Accused Tr. J. Loganathan, 

Village Administrative Officer at Directorate of Vigilance and Anti-Corruption, 

Chennai.In this connection a case was registered in DVAC Headquarters 

Cr. No.24/2011 U/s 7 of PC Act, 1988 against Tr. J. Loganathan.   

A Trap was organized on the same day. The complainant met the 

accused Tr. J. Loganathan at his office and requested to issue FMB sketch. 

The accusedTr. J. Loganathan reiterated his earlier demand and received 

the bribe amount through Tr.E.K.Sampath (Private Individual). The 

accusedTr. J. Loganathan and his assistant Tr. E.K.Sampath (Private 



Individual) were arrested for demand and acceptance of  illegal gratification 

of Rs.2000/- and sent for  Judicial Custody.  

The chargesheet was filed before the Hon’ble Chief Judicial 

Magistrate, Chengalpattu against A-1 & A-2on 07.11.2012 in Cr. No.24/2011 

U/s 7 & 13(2)r/w13(1)(d) of PC Act 1988 and U/s 109IPC r/w 13(2) 

r/w13(1)(d) of PC Act 1988  against Tr.J.Loganathan VAO, Kottivakkam-

Palavakkam Village, and Tr. E.K. Sampath S/o Ethirajulu (Private 

Individual).    

 Today (31.08.2023) the Hon’ble Chief Judicial Magistrate cum Special 

Judge, Chengalpattu pronounced the judgment that the accused  

Tr. J. Loganathan,VAO and Tr.E.K.Sampath (Private individual)  are found 

guilty for the commission of offence  under section 7 & 13(2) r/w13(1)(d) of 

PC Act 1988 and U/s 109 IPC r/w 13(2) r/w13(1)(d)  of Prevention of 

Corruption  Act, 1988. For the offence committed u/s. 7 of Prevention of 

Corruption Act, 1988Tr. J. Loganathan is sentenced to undergo simple 

imprisonment for One year and shall pay a fine of Rs.10,000/- and in default 

to undergo simple imprisonment for 3 months and u/s.13(2) r/w.13(1)(d) of 

Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988 the Accused Officer is sentenced to 

undergo simple imprisonment for one year and shall pay a fine of 

Rs.10,000/- in default to undergo simple imprisonment for 3 months.Tr. J. 

Loganathan has to under the sentences concurrently. 

For the offence  committed u/s. 13(2) r/w13(1)(d) of Prevention of 

Corruption Act1988 r/w 109IPC, A-2 is sentenced to undergo simple 

imprisonment for One year and shall pay a fine of Rs.10,000/- and in default 

to undergo simple imprisonment for 3 months.   
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
